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Storm Prep: 101

Are you ready for whatever the weather 
might bring? Visit Coastal Electric 
Cooperative’s online Safety Center at 
CoastalElectric.coop/safety-center/ for 
tips on how to prepare for spring and 
summer storms.

Turn your suds into savings. Lower your energy use in the laundry 
room by washing clothes with cold water whenever possible, as 
heating water accounts for most of the energy used in a laundry 
cycle. Wash full loads to make the most of energy savings, and 
use high-efficiency detergent designed for cold washes. For drying 
cycles, clean the lint filter before each load to improve airflow and 
use dryer balls to reduce drying time.
